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It has been another great year for Girls in Guiding in Burley, as my report shows.   
We are giving 180 girls the opportunity to socialise, make friends, learn new skills and above all have fun.
All Rainbow, Brownie & Guide units continue to be full with long waiting lists 
Leaders   In the last 12 months we have had 4 young women who gained their adult leadership ~ Olivia Boardman, Cara Woods, Roanna Holmes & Phoebe Smith.  Each one started in Burley as a Rainbow & worked through to Brownies, Guides, Rangers, became Young Leaders & finally have become leaders.   Well done to them.   Sadly we have said goodbye & thank you to Roanna & Phoebe who have gone off to University, but they come back to guide during the holidays.
Several young women between the ages of 16 & 18 have gained their Young Leaders qualification. Great news for all the girls and the future of Guiding

Rangers currently have 5 girls, and from September they will be starting the D of E programme.  The leaders are training hard to get the relevant qualifications. Rangers have followed the guiding Look Wider programme this year.   Abi White, Cara Woods & Roanna Holmes completed this & achieved the Chief Guide Award, the highest award in Rangers - Congratulations and well done to them. 
In addition Rangers have organized charity events like the village Easter egg hunt. They have had fun with crafts, bake off and enjoyed new activities like pot painting and ice skating.     
                          
Guides 1st & 2nd Guides have 66 girls and a waiting list. 
This year 3 senior Guides have gained the Baden Powell Challenge, the highest award a Guide can achieve.  There are a further 12 Guides working towards the challenge now, 6 of whom will qualify by the end of this term.
Guides attended the Wharfedale Division weekend at Kingswood Adventure centre where 92 girls challenged themselves to new activities like the 3G swing, Leap of Faith & zip wire as well as many team building activities.

In July 1st Guides celebrated their 100th birthday with a display that filled the hut with memorabilia & a big afternoon tea party for anyone involved with Burley Guides - past & present.  There were about 150 people who attended the event, including the daughter & granddaughter of one of the original guides, plus many past leaders.  Some of the guides dressed in uniforms dating from 1917 to the present.   It was a great celebration & lots of fun.  There has also been team/patrol work, badge work, & guides have planned & run some meetings.    They have been geocaching, done fire lighting & made camp ovens, and had a women’s rights night.   They had a trip to pizza express and a chocolate sleepover at the hut.  Summer Camp was at Waddow

2nd Guides have 2 new leaders in training, and they have been busy getting to know their girls. There has been a pizza night, movies, yoga/healthy mind, traditional games night and cake decorating for their Guiding Bake off.   They have completed various challenge badges including Votes for Women & “when the last petal falls” which is about the 1st world war.  They too had a sleepover & the guides have tried their hand at running meetings.
Brownies have 63 girls &, as there are 3 Rainbow units merging into 2 Brownie units, there is currently a very long waiting list to get into Brownies. 
Both Brownie packs joined some of the 220 Brownies & Rainbows from Wharfedale Division to celebrate Thinking Day event at Kings Hall – Thinking about our World. 

1st Brownies continue to fund raise for Katiyo School in Zimbabwe, one event being an extremely successful bookmark project which included coverage on Look North. They visited the Apple store in Leeds & used ipads & imovies to plan, film & edit their own adverts. They have helped the local community by planting bulbs and litter picking.   They have had an assortment of animals visit & had a fused glass workshop.
They have had a sleepover at the hut, pack holiday to Whitby and visited Reva & Nell Bank. 

3rd Brownies have been testing the new Guiding Programme with mixed reactions. They continue to offer an excellent programme badge work, crafts and games as well as trips to Eureka, Wynches, Reva and a pack holiday at Curly Hill. 

With 3 Rainbow units we now have 50 girls enjoying Rainbows. They also celebrated & enjoyed the Division Thinking Day event – Thinking about our World. 

Their adventures at the moment have included pyrography (wood burning), the unicorn challenge, aim hi, baking, festivals challenge, & have been on a sensory trail.   In the community they have planted the planters outside the hut and have visited Sun Lane nature reserve and supported the Burley Theatre Group enjoying Wizard of Oz.

All the guiding sections took part in Remembrance Sunday. They all looked very smart and comments were made about their good behaviour.
It has been another extremely busy year with all Guiding units participating in the new hut appeal.   They have supported all the community events like Teas on the Green, Bonfire night and coffee mornings ~ probably because they involve cakes!  Many have participated in most of the fundraising events held, plus taken part in the welly boot challenge & build it challenge and selling duck tickets.   23 girls have thought up their own challenges in order to raise money for the new hut and gain the Star fundraiser badge.  It is great we have so much enthusiasm and support for the Hut Appeal. 
There is a lot of change coming, as 21st July sees the launch of the new national Guiding Programme.  Most of the units tested some parts of the programme during the year, so we have had a taster! ~ Watch this space!   

 I would like to say a very big ‘thank you’ to all the leaders.  Without you none of the above could happen.   It’s not just only 1.5 hours a week at meetings, you make it happen by attending planning meetings, trainings, communicating effectively, lots of paperwork and preparing accounts.   Guiding would not be possible without your enthusiasm, hard work, time & energy.   You are a great team, truly dedicated & I am proud to guide with you.  
A big thank you to the young leaders, unit helpers and parent helpers who support us weekly. We couldn’t do it without you. We really appreciate your help and support to make guiding the success it is.
